Marc and Toni Mueller 

The Muellers are missionaries who go where they feel that God is leading them, spending much of their time in Belize and Asia .  

Here is a review of their year.:  

 

The 2025 calendar year was defined by a deepened awareness of physical limitations and the sobering reality of personal loss.  

However, guided by the conviction that there is no "retirement" in spiritual service, Marc (69) and Toni (68) remained commit ted  

to their global calling, demonstrating resilience in the face of both health and logistical challenges.  

 

The year was marked by significant international travel and focused ministry across three primary regions:  

 

¶ Southeast Asia & The Philippines (January ð February):  The year began with continued outreach in Southeast Asia, followed 

by a month -long mission in the Philippines.  

 

¶ Central America (March ð May):  While house -sitting in Belize, Marc maintained an active schedule preaching and teaching 

within the Mayan church communities.  

 

¶ Stateside & Recovery (May ð September):  Upon returning to the U.S. for a scheduled summer break, Toni was hospitalized 

with bronchitis and pneumonia. Following a six -week recovery period, the couple dedicated time in September to provid-

ing essential care for elderly family members.  

 

¶ International Church Outreach (October ð December):  The couple returned to Asia to mentor young people and volunteer 

within the International Church. While certain aspects of this work remain confidential for security reasons, the ministry re-

ports significant receptivity and spiritual openness among those they serve.  

 

Challenges and Future Outlook  

The final quarter of the year brought personal trial. On Christmas Day, the family mourned the passing of Toniõs aunt. Due to fi-

nancial and distance constraints, they were unable to attend the service, relying instead on their faith and community for su p-

port.  

 

Strategic Planning for 2026:  The ministry has extended its current residency by 90 days to continue the work in Asia. While Marc  

remains prayerful regarding a return to Belize, current priorities have shifted toward Toniõs health. Due to a recurring cough, a 

medical consultation with Western -trained physicians in Manila is being planned.  

 

The primary prayer for the coming year is for sustained health and physical vitality, ensuring that both Marc and Toni can co n-

tinue to fulfill their calling with excellence and energy.

We share the Gospel with people on the streets and parks of Baku on Mondays and Saturdays, welcoming whoever wants to 

come on Wednesday and Sunday church services.  

 

We continue working in the Hovsan area, 10 miles away from Baku where we offer a menõs prayer time, bible study and church 

service once a month.  

 

Another area that we have started visiting again since last year is called Sumgait. It is a small city about 17 miles from Ba ku where 

a lot of young families and students live. It is a more peaceful city than noisy Baku and provides a wonderful opportunity to  minis-

ter.  

 

We hold Bible classes every Fall and Spring. We are blessed to have some students and listeners on Tuesday and Friday nights.  This 

semester we taught on Biblical Covenants.  

 

This year we were privileged to visit International student fellowship and minister to them. They are a great group of young,  sweet, 

intelligent people who love Jesus Christ and a very lively and energetic Body.  There is a great need for learning about the Gos-

pel!  

 

Please keep us in prayers as we continue helping the Christian community here to develop Bible courses, Bible schools, and a 

system of Christian education as many desire to have formal or non -formal biblical education.  

 

God is opening doors to Turkey for us afresh. In the past we traveled to ĸstanbul and invested in missions about 16 years in a row.

Joseph Keo and Makara Chan  

Pastor Joseph Keo shares his love of Christ with the people of Cambodia.  Here is an overview of some of his ministries:  

Pastor Joseph Keo continues his vital ministry and spreads the Gospel throughout Cambodia, a country where an estimated 97% 

of the population is Buddhist. This presents a significant challenge, as Buddhism is deeply rooted both culturally and religi ously. For 

many Cambodians, the name of Jesus is unknown, and Christianity is often seen as a "Western" religion with little initial app eal . 

Because of this, Pastor Keo knows he must first build genuine relationships to create an environment where people are willing  to  

hear his message. He is innovative and creative in how he shares the Gospel.  

 

To sustain his work and support his family in a poor country where residents live on very little, Pastor Keo is a resourceful  en trepre-

neur. He has established multiple businesses, including a cashew farm, livestock, an apartment complex, and a guest house. 

These ventures are not only a source of income for his family and his ministry, Living Grace Ministries (LGM), but also serve  as key 

opportunities for outreach and connection within the community.  

 

One of Pastor Keo's primary ministries is centered around students. He provides housing for 12 university students in Christi an dorms 

in the capital city of Phnom Penh. Without this housing, these students would have to live in a Buddhist temple. Living in th e C hris-

tian dorms, they are introduced to the love of God and the sacrifice of Jesus. Most students come for the housing but leave w ith 

a personal relationship with Christ.  

 

Another powerful ministry takes place at the House of Light, an apartment complex housing about 60 residents who are primaril y 

garment factory workers earning around $250 per month. The complex offers a comfortable living space for minimal rent. Pastor  

Keo visits the residents roughly twice a month, building relationships and patiently sharing the Good News of the Gospel over  

time.  

 

His farming ventures are also part of his outreach. In addition to the cashew farm and various animals, he has land he hopes to 

develop into a chicken farm. These businesses create jobs and provide further avenues for him to connect with his countrymen 

and share his faith.
